
3-D Crayon Pictures
Have child draw a picture with crayons and then use
items to make it 3-D.  For example, you can glue fabric
scraps onto the person for clothes or tear up green
paper for a tree. Glue a popsicle stick for a baseball
bat. Glue popcorn kernels to fill in a sun, etc. This
activity is easy to do and really let’s a child use their
imagination!

Time: About 15 – 30 minutes

Supplies: paper, crayons, glue, miscellaneous art
supplies around the house
